
In the past year, the MHLC has: 

• Served 45 children, 
thirty-five percent of
whom received 
tuition subsidies.

• 140 children on our
waiting list; 86 percent 
are toddlers.

• Received very high scores in both the infant 
and toddler classrooms from the Day Care
Council of New York’s ITERS (Infant-Toddler
Environment Rating Scale) Program, an on-site
technical assistance program to improve
classroom environments. The Center now serves
as a training site for other ITERS evaluators.

• Established a partnership with the Bank Street
Family Center which has led to the creation of 
a staff development program.

• Implemented mixed-age group classrooms which
will create better learning environments for 
the children.

• Made many program enhancements throughout
the year, including the creation of a language
program that includes sign language. Each
classroom now has a non-English speaking teacher.  
This has enabled more focus on vocabulary.   

• Increased the number of interns/volunteers 
in the classrooms. 

During the 2009 fiscal year, in our Supportive
Transitional Housing Program:

• We served 37
families, 17 of 
which moved into
permanent housing.

• The average length of
stay for our families
was 9 months. 

• After School Enrichment Program: In
collaboration with NYC Board of Education, 
this program provided homework help, tutorials,
recreational activities and snacks for 10 
resident children. 

• Kid’s Club: In collaboration with the Single
Parents’ Resource Center, this program served 5-7
resident children.  The program allowed children to
express themselves through music, poetry and art.
There were also activities designed to foster self-
esteem and motivation and workshops about drug
abuse prevention and nutrition. 

• Throughout the year, we also have many events
that enrich the lives of our families and members
of the community. These include:

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What We Need:

Personal hygiene items: UNUSED deodorant, toothpaste,
toothbrushes, soap, shampoo, conditioner, feminine products.

New or lightly used, modern clothing: Since our families are
homeless, personal appearance is a great way to help them
reestablish self-esteem. While all clothing is appreciated, we
prefer that you donate new clothing so children will not be
teased at school and office attire so our single mothers can
interview and work in an office setting. 

Infant and toddler items: New, intelligence-building toys 
(e.g. LeapFrog® or Fisher-Price), baby monitors, and teething
rings. We also always need new or very lightly used strollers,
walkers and baby swings. 

Young adult and teen items: We often have nearly a dozen
young adults and teens living in our shelter. We can always use
gift cards to music stores and online (iTunes) and area stores
(H&M, Forever 21, Aeropostale, etc.) for them to buy clothing 
for school. 

Non-perishable food: Especially formula and baby food.

Household items: Unused/new linens, towels, oven mitts, 
wash-cloths, pots and pans, beds/mattresses and pressure
cookers. New or lightly used tables, chairs, sofas and futons 
are also helpful. 

Art and school supplies: Non-toxic supplies for all ages are
always needed.

We Cannot Use:

Stuffed animals: Stuffed animals can carry germs, parasites and bugs.

Medicine: We are prohibited by law from dispensing medicine 
to our families and children.

Dirty clothing: We do not have washers and dryers on the
premises. As a general rule, please do not donate any 
clothing that is stained or soiled. 

Used toys and kitchen items: These items can harbor germs, 
and we do not have the facilities to safely sanitize any items 
that are donated.

We always appreciate the material donations sent to us by donors, but some items are 
not safe or suitable for the children and families that we serve. Please use the information 

below as a guide of what items we always need and which items we cannot use.
